“ Near and Middle Waters * comprise the North Sea, the Irish Sea, the
Bristol and English Channels and waters adjacent to the Faroes, Rockall,
West of Scotland and West and South of Ireland.

The Digest, which is prepared
by the Central Statistical Office
in collaboration with the Statis-
tics Divisions of Government
Departments, provides indus-
trialists and business executives
with invaluable statistics relat-
ing to the economic situation
in the United Kingdom. Where
available, pre-war figures are
given as well as those for the
war years, which were not then
published for security reasons.
Monthly figures are given for
the last two years.

Statistical information is at
present arranged under the fol-
lowing headings and the scope

is revised from time to time to
include new statistical informa-
tion as it becomes available.
