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Foreword

Fishing Fleet.—The Scottish fishing fleet in 1953 comprised 687 sail
vessels, 3,528 motor vessels, 38 steam drifters, 21 steam liners as
distinct from drifters, and 219 steam trawlers, a total of 4,493 vessels
compared with 4,764 vessels in [952.

Fishermen.—The number of Scottish fishermen was 13,450 (of whom
2,115 were crofter fishermen and 1,436 were partially employed in
fishing) as against 13,748 (including 1,972 crofter fishermen and 1,368
partially employed) in the previous year.

Fish Landed.—The total quantity of wet fish landed in Scotland by
British fishing vessels during the year was 6,413,000 cwt. valued at
£10,678,000 compared with 6,108,000 cwt. and £11,419,000 in 1952.
The value of shell fish landed was £298,000 as against £310,000 in
1952. In addition 147,000 cwt. valued at £306,000 were landed by
foreign fishing vessels, mostly Swedish, German, Belgian and Faroese,
as against 260,000 cwt. and £514,000 in the previous year, making a
grand total of 6,560,000 cwt. valued with shell fish at £11,282,000
compared with 6,368,000 cwt. and £12,242,000 in 1952. Herring
landed by British vessels contributed 3,022,000 cwt. valued at £2,622,000
as against 2,768,000 cwt. and £2,845,000 in 1952, and demersal fish
landed by British . vessels amounted to 3,186,000 cwt. valued at
£7,953,000 in 1953 compared with 3,091,000 cwt. valued at £8,461,000
in 1952. Foreign vessels landed 43,000 cwt. of herring compared
with 42,000 cwt. in 1952 and 103,000 cwt. of demersal fish compared
with 217,000 cwt. in the previous year.

Fish Cured.—The total quantity of herring cured, kippered, etc.,
amounted to 306,834 barrels (of which 137,122 were kippered and
136,670 were pickle-cured) valued after cure at £2,748,497 compared
with a total of 382,945 barrels valued at £3,897,464 in 1952. Of other
kinds of fish the quantity cured, chiefly by smoking or drying, amounted
after cure to 237,752 cwt. valued at £1,700,836 as against 259,147 cwt.
and £1,826,154 in 1952.
