1. LOCAL GOVERNMENT FINANCE AMENDMENT ORDER 2012 
2. CHANGES TO CAPITAL FUNDING SUPPORT FOR 2012-15 
3. BUSINESS RATES INCENTIVISATION SCHEME (BRIS) – 2012-13 TARGETS 
 
1. The Scottish Parliament today debated and approved the Local Government Finance 
(Scotland) Amendment Order 2012. This Order provides the statutory authority to pay the 
General Revenue Grant (GRG) for 2012-13 and the Distributable Amount of Non-Domestic 
Rates Income (NDRI) for 2012-13. The amended GRG includes the funding that was held 
back until local authorities formally accepted the terms set out in the Cabinet Secretary for 
Finance, Employment and Sustainable Growth’s offer letters. I can now confirm that all 32 
local authorities have agreed to these terms, and the full amount of the resources held back 
has been allocated. The distribution of the holdback money is as set out in the final column 
of Annex B of Circular 1/2012. The amended GRG figures also include £10 million as an 
initial instalment of the money set aside for the Teachers’ Induction Scheme. The changes to 
the GRG figures since Local Government Finance Circular 1/2012 are set out in Annex C.

Changes to Capital Allocations for 2012-15 
 
2. The Cabinet Secretary announced to Parliament on 8 February, as part of Stage 3 of the 
Budget Bill for 2012-13, the Scottish Government’s decisions on the allocation of the Barnett 
consequentials for the period 2012-15. This included an additional £94 million of one-off 
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capital funding to local authorities across the three year period for investment in 
infrastructure to support economic recovery.  Of this sum, £54 million has been allocated as 
General Capital Grant and the remaining £40 million has been earmarked to boost digital 
infrastructure in rural areas to support faster internet access.  
 
3. The distribution of all capital grant funding included in the local government settlement for 
2012-13 has now been agreed, and the details are shown at Annex D.  Details of all known 
changes to capital funding within the settlement for 2013-14 and 2014-15 are at Annexes E 
and F. There are no changes to the levels of capital grant for 2015-16 as published in 
Finance Circular 1/2012. 
 
4. In addition to the capital funding within the local government settlement an additional 
£233.4m will be paid to local authorities across the period 2012-15. Details of this additional 
funding are at Annex G. 
 
Business Rates Incentivisation Scheme (BRIS) 
 
5. The final agreed Business Rates Incentivisation Scheme (BRIS) targets for 2012-13 have 
now been confirmed and are included in this Circular at Annex H.
