Section 27(2) of the above regulations, state that supplementary guidance adopted and
issued under section 22(1) of the 1997 Act (in connection with a particular local development
plan), may only deal with the provision of further information or detail in respect of the
policies or proposals set out in the plan and then only provided that those are matters which
are expressly identified in a statement contained in the plan as matters which are to be dealt
with in supplementary guidance.

Please note, as of 5 September 2016, we changed our approach to our involvement in
Development Plan preparation. Details for this are set out in the Development Plan Gateway
Service Standard.
