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Publication of Access to Public AppointmentsBoard Shadowing Pilot Project Evaluation Report

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Access to Public Appointments pilot, saw six disabled people shadowed six regulated public body Boards in Scotland over a twelve month period from September 2019 to September 2020. Boards who took part in this pilot were NatureScot, Loch Lomond and the Trossachs National Park Authority, NHS Ayrshire and Arran, NHS 24, NHS Golden Jubilee Board, and Independent Living Fund Scotland.

This pilot allowed participants the opportunity to see first-hand the workings of regulated public body Boards and to develop skills and knowledge on Board governance. The pilot was funded by the Scottish Government using monies from the Access to Elected Office Fund and was delivered in a partnership of the Public Appointments Team, Inclusion Scotland (a disabled people’s organisation), and the Ethical Standards Commissioner.  
The attached report has been authored by Inclusion Scotland with Public Appointments Team input. This report evaluates the pilot project and offers recommendations on how further work can be undertaken in this area.
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
