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Member Appointment Extended on the NHS Education for Scotland Board

She is a Chartered member of the Chartered Institute of Personnel & Development and a member of the Institute of Directors. She is a non-executive director of a social care company and is responsible for compliance and policy. She is also a member of SEStran the strategic transport partnership for the South East of Scotland; and chairs the General Nursing Council Education Fund Charity.

Doreen was Vice-chair of NHS Borders, a member of the shadow Joint Integration Board the Community Planning Partnership and the local Police & Fire Board. She has been on the Board of NHS Education for Scotland (NES) since 2013 and was appointed vice-chair in 2018. She is the chair of the Audit and Risk and Remuneration Committees.


EXTENSION

The extension is part-time and attracts a remuneration of £8,842 per annum for a time commitment of one day per week.
