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Members Appointed to Scottish Fire and Rescue Service

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Minister for Community Safety, Ash Denham MSP, today announced the appointments of Angiolina Foster, Paul Stollard, Steve Barron and Stuart Ballingall as Members of the Board of Scottish Fire and Rescue Service.

MEMBERS

Angiolina Foster CBE is a respected public service leader who has recently retired from a senior Executive role in Scotland’s NHS. She has worked across a number of sectors, always aiming to put people at the heart of service design and improvement. As a Non-Executive Director with the Scottish Fire and Rescue Service, she will bring her rich experience in leadership, strategy and service transformation to the Board and to the valued work that SFRS carries out on behalf of communities across Scotland.

Paul Stollard trained as an architect and is also a chartered fire safety engineer.  He has run an architectural technology consultancy, worked in universities, and written a number of books on fire safety and architecture.  He led the reform of the Scottish Building Standards and was also the Scottish Regional Director of the Health and Safety Executive.  On behalf of Scottish Ministers he recently chaired the expert review panel into building fire safety standards following the Grenfell Tower tragedy. 

Steve Barron served as Chief Executive of the Highland Council until 2018 and chaired the Highland Resilience Partnership. His career background is in property, housing & services with broad experience spanning local government, NHS and in the business sector. He brings to the Board clear insights into the challenges facing remote and rural communities and hopes to work within the Board to support diverse approaches that promote equality of outcomes across Scotland. As a member of the Public Health Scotland Board, Steve will support a whole system approach and hopes to improve networks between both organisations.

Stuart Ballingall is an experienced finance professional whose career spans banking, insurance and asset management. He has wide leadership experience from Lloyds Banking Group and Tesco Bank where he was heavily involved in strategic planning and financial management. Throughout his career, he has led a number of strategic change programmes. He is a member of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Scotland, and a Fellow of the Chartered Banker Institute.



APPOINTMENTS

These appointments will be for four years. They will run from 24 July 2021 until 
23 July 2025.

These appointments are regulated by the Ethical Standards Commissioner.

REMUNERATION

These appointments are part-time and attract a remuneration of £297.95 per day on a pro rata basis for a time commitment up to 5 days per month.

OTHER MINISTERIAL APPOINTMENTS
Paul Stollard is a Member of the Board of Historic Environment Scotland. He receives no remuneration for this, and the time commitment is 2 days per month.

Steve Barron is a Member of the Board of Public Health Scotland, for which he receives £8,416 per annum for a time commitment of 1 day per week.

Angiolina Foster and Stuart Ballingall hold no other public appointments.

POLITICAL ACTIVITY 

All appointments are made on merit and political activity plays no part in the selection process.  However, in accordance with the original Nolan recommendations, there is a requirement for appointees’ political activity within the last five years (if there is any to be declared) to be made public.   

Angiolina Foster, Paul Stollard, Steve Barron and Stuart Ballingall have had no political activity within the last five years.
