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Introduction   
The Scottish Government committed within the 2017/18 Programme for Government to develop a strategic framework for farmed fish health in Scotland. 
Scotland’s 10 Year Farmed Fish Health Framework, developed by the Farmed Fish Health Framework Working Group (FFHFWG), was published in May 2018. 
The framework identifies 7 cross cutting workstreams, namely;
· Information Flow and Transparency; 
· Gill Health;
· Sea Lice;
· Cleanerfish; 
· Production Cycle and on-Farm Management;
· Licensing Regime and Medicine Use; and
· Climate Change and Ocean Acidification 
Delivery of the Framework
Four subgroups with membership from industry and public sector have been established in October 2018 in order to deliver the wide ranging activities identified under the 7 workstreams of the framework. The Medicines and Licensing subgroup is responsible for overseeing delivery of the Licensing Regime and Medicine Use Workstream of the framework.  
Objectives & Reporting
1. To identify priority activities for delivery and create a workplan which gives consideration to timescales and resource. A draft workplan shall be submitted to the Farmed Fish Health Working Group within three months of the subgroups establishment.  
2. To oversee delivery of the agreed workplan and review its activities and achievements on an annual basis. 
3. To provide six-monthly progress updates (post workplan submission) to the Farmed Fish Health Framework Working Group.
