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Landlord registration (LLR) – introduced by the Antisocial Behaviour etc. (Scotland) 

Act 2004 (came into force April 2006)

Original purpose – to require local authorities to keep a register of individuals and 

organisations, who have been assessed as being ‘fit and proper’ to let houses

The register is accessible by members of the public

Registration typically last for three years. 
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Landlord Owner of the rental property
