Scoftand is a safer country today than a decade ago, with fewer crimes, less
violence, reduced drug use, Improvad fire safely and better support for those who
are victims of crime or other sarious incidents,

But this progress has not been felt equally in all communities. Our ambition for a truly
inclusive, just and fairer Scotland, where everyone feels safe, secure ahd respected,
demands concerted, Intelligent and focused action.

To make progress, a modern Scotland must first acknowledge past mistakes. We will
shortly infroduce legislation for men convisted under now discredited old offences for
same-sex sexual activity. This will deliver a practical remedy by providing a parden
and offer the opportunity to ensure convictions do not appear on disclosure chacks.

An on-going priotity through this Parliament is our work to combat violence against
women and gils, Including delivering the new domestic abuse offence to better-
tackle coercive and controlling behaviour.

The recently-published results of sexual crimes research | commissioned last ysar
hightighted the significant misuse of digital communications — accounting for around
half of the growth in all recorded sexual crimes since 2013-14 - and the
disproportionate place of gitls as victims and young men as perpetrators.

We have faken considerable steps in this area in recent years, including our recent
‘intimate images' campaign, the national action plan on internet safety and our
‘Equally Safe’ strategy.

However, the Solicitor General and | are establishing an expert group, comptising
education, justice and health specialists, to recommend further actions to prevent
and respond to criminal and other harmful sexual behaviour involving young people.

The National Violence Reduction Unit, in which we have invested over £8.7 million
since 2008, has been at the forefront of Scotiand’s pioneering public health approach
to preventing violence. In addition to the excellent work with schools and youth
organisations, Its collaboration with Medics Against Violence is training professionals
across Scofland fo recognise and act upon the signs of domestic abuse.

We must achieve the kind of transformative change in aftitudes and behaviour
fowards the abuse of women and girfls as we have seen in reducing overall violence
— where, between 2008-09 and 2014-15, police recorded 50% fewer non-sexual
violent crimes and, separately the number of violent incidents reported by the public
through the Scoltish Crime & Justice Survey has decreased by 41%.

The large reduction in overall recorded crime — now 43% lower than in 2008-07 —is
testament to much good work by many individuals, communities and organisations,
reflacting our multi-pronged approach of sducation, prevention and enforcement.

Police Scotland has played key roles in all three strands — deploying their collective

local, regional and national resources wherever needed to promote community
safety and protect the public.

In the face of a near decade of Westminster-imposed austerity, the Seottish
Governmeht continues io provide real terms protection of the sarvice's revenue
budget; yet this could go much further if it wag not the only territorial police force in
the UK unable to recover VAT.

We will continue to press the UK Governiment o remove this glaring disparity of
reatment — which could otherwise cost the Scottish public purse £200 million by the
end of this Parliamentary session,

We are also supporting Police Scotland, including through dedicated reform funding,
to not only strengthen its capacity 1o keep people safe but to enhance its specialist
capability to tackle emerging threats like cyber-ctime and online fraud.

The ‘2026' strategy also recognises and tesponds to the demands placed upon
policing from vulnerability and the consequences of inequalities.

Indeed, the Justice Vision and Priorities strategy paper | launched in July highlighted
the relatively poor physical and mental health of people in contact with the Justice
system.

While there ls much good practice, including pilot projects across Scotland, the
Health Secretary and | are currently engaging the leadership of the justice and health
sectors to explore together what more can be done fo ensure the response to people
in distress is as timely and effective as it can be - supporting people to overcome
personal challenges and crises, and reducing the risks of exacerbating these.

We must also draw lessons from the success of our decisive shift In approach to
youth justice, which has contributed to huge falls in youth offending by intervening
earlier and providing multi-agency support alongside significant investment in
diversionary projects, including through Cashback.

The Justice Vision outlined our commitment fo a more progressive, evidence-hased
approach, prioiifising prevention and rehabilitation alongside enhanced support for
victims,

| am determined to ensure support s provided to victims so0 that the traumatic
expetience already faced is not exacerbated, and that they give their best evidence.
We recently constited on removing baitlers to pre-tecorded evidence, patticularly in
cases involving children, and we are exploring a ‘single point of contact’ model of
support.

Seotland Is also fully committed to tackling human frafficiing and exploitation and the
Govemment is working closely with criminal justice agencies and suppotl
organisations to fully implernent our recently-launched national strategy.

Penal reform is another priority for this Government. There will always he cases
where the court rightly decldes that a prison sentence s absolutely justified.
However, Scotiand still has one of the highest incarceration rates in Western Europe,

Indeed, average prison senfences have actually increased by more than 25% since

2006-07, with those sentenced to life also spending longer in prison. While the
prison population has seen amall annual reductions of between 1 and 2% since

2011-12, it remains about 25% higher than when the Scottish Parliament
reconvened in 1999.

Where the courts determine that a prison senience is appropriate, it is essential fo
provide opportunities for - and the necessary challenge to — people to become
contributing members of society when eventually released, thereby improving public
safety in the long-term.

That rationale is behind our plans to transform the female custodial estate, with a
new, smaller national facility at Comton Vale and, initially two communily custody
units in Glasgow and Dundee. The new units wil provide more appropriate
accommodation and support for women offenders and help them maintain links with
their families and be accommodated close to thelr communities.

Those prisoners who have committed the most serious offences or pose the most
significant risks to public safety are precisely those who we should be seeking fo
rehabilitate during the time they spend In custody.

But we can do that most effectively by ensuring our hard-working prison staff are not
spending so much of their time having to process admissions and discharges from
custody for men and women convicted of less serious offences, who have baen sent
to prison for short periods.

Short prison sentences do liitle to rehabilitate people or reduce the likelinood of their
re-affending. We know short-term imprisonment disrupts famlilies and communities,
and adversely affects employment opportunities and stable housing — the very things
that evidence shows support desistence from offending.

Our oarlier shift towards more community-based sentencing, including the
infroduction of Community Payback Orders, have helped reduce Scotland's
reconviction rates by 17% ovet the last decade to an 18-year low.

Individuals released from a custodial sentence of 192 months or less are reconvicted
hearly twice as often as those given a Community Payback Qrder.

That is why when the new domestic abuse legislation is in force, we will extend the
presumption against short prison sentences to 12 months and continue promoting
the use of robust communily sentences that see people pay back their debts to
society while addressing the underlying causes of their offending behaviour.

We will also introduce legislation to expand the availability and capabilities of
slectronic tagying to monitor and manage individuals in the communily, supporting
fhem to turn away from crime and make amends with their families and communities.

Whether in custody, or increasingly the community, by better-tackling the underlying

issties that so ofien drive cycles of offending, we can help keep crime down and
deliver a safer, fairer and more resillent Scotland.

Building on the econormy

. Keith Brown, Cabinet Secretary for the Economy, Jobs and Fair Work
looks at the year ahead for the Scottish economy

This new year marks a decade since the global financial crash which heralded a
petiod of worldwide recession, Thankiidly, things are on the up for Scotland and the
economy remains at the heart of what we do as a governimant,

We know that a thriving economy equals a thriving population — mors and hetter
employment, improved health, a fairer spread of the wealth and a generally happier
and more content populace,

in Scotland, our economy is growing and over the last year both unemployment has
tallen and the number of peaple in employment has grown to near record levels.

This has happened despite the sharp fall in the oil price in 2015 impacting the oil and
. gas sector in Scotland and more recently, the uncertainty caused by a looming
Brexit, Therefore, we should acknowledge that Scotland's economy strengthened in
2017 and both Ernst & Young and Fraser of Allander predict that GDP growth will
jimprove in 2018,

The latest Aberdeen Grampian Chamber of Commerce Oil and Gas survey found
that over 50% of firms surveyed in the sector expect thelr businass to grow hy 2018,
with none expecting further declines — a real show of confidence in and by ong of our
key industries.

Regional frade statistics showed that the value of goods exports in Scotland’s oil and
gas Industry was up 43% (£2.6 hillion) in the third quarter of 2017, and Statoil has
reported that a new discovery in the outer Moray Firth area of the North Sea could
contain up to 130 million barrels of ol with sighificant remaining potential.

And spending on business research and development last year in Scotland topped
£1billion for the first time ever — wea're supporting further growth in this area in the
year to come by increasing grants for business R&D from £22 million to £37 million
per annum.

However, despite the more upbeat outlook we are not complacent and are focussed
on building on the strong asset base we have in Scotland to support business and
grow the economy.

Highlights this year will Include seeing construction start on the £85million National
Manufacturing Institute for Scotland site in Renfrewshire, the publication of the
-implementation plan for the Scottish National Investment Bank (with £340million set
aside for inifial capitalisation), and the establishment of the new £150 million Building
Seotland Fund fo unlogk new house building, develop industrial and commercial
property and support research and development.




Our Innovation and Investment hub in Berlin will open and aim to bolster the success
of the facilities at London and Dublin, and our Enterprise and Skills Strategic Board,
Trade Envoys network and South of Scotland Economic Partnership nterim board
are all now in place and ready to hit the ground running during 2018,

Our draft budget, published at the close of last year, includes a growth package
which will see spending on the economy increase by 64% - up by £270 million - In
2018-19.

The draft budget includes £96million of exira support to deliver the most atfractive
business rates package in UK with the increase fo the rates poundage capped at
CP| inflation. There's also £600million for our "Reaching 100%" broadband
programime.

And we confinue to support growth with 70% of taxpayers paying less in income tax
over this coming year, thereby protecting consumer spending while still raising
additional revenuss to suppori vital public services.

We are more than doubling our investment in city region deals and proposing an
ambitious programme of infrastructure investment for 2018-19 of more than £4
biltion, in line with our Programme for Government comimnitment to invest £20 billion
over the life of this parliament.

However, our position in Europe remalns a huge concern, still casting a considerable
shadow over out economy.

The EU is the largest single market for Scotland'’s international exports, with exports
worth £12.3 billion in 2016 — an increase of £520 million on 2014, and Brexit
threatens to cost our economy around £11 billion a year by 2030, and resuit in
80,000 fewer jobs, compared to remalning a member of the EU.

The Fraser of Allander report on Brexit and the Sectors of the Scotfish Economy
reports that 134,000 jobs in Scotland are supported by trade with the EU. Analysis
by the London School of Economics in October demansirated that the EU
referendum result is already having an impact with the fall in Steriing and higher
inflation costing the average houschold over £400 a year, with Scotland being ons of
the hardest hit parts of the UK.

While the proposed first stage agreement between the UK Government and the EU
is a welcome step forward in the negotiations, the next phase on trade will be
significantly tougher. It is imperative that the Scoftish Government is fully involved in
these talks so we can protect Scotland’s interests in Europe.
