Thank for your email.

In response to the members query, I provide the following clarification:

Parts 4 and 5 of the Children and Young People Act 2014 could in theory work independently of one another. They have been designed so that they work together to make appropriate and proportionate universal and targeted support available seamlessly as and when families may want or need this. A key component of this interrelationship is information sharing, hence the intent would be to produce one Code of Practice that addressed information sharing in Parts 4 and 5 of the 2014 Act, similarly the Statutory Guidance for Parts 4 and 5 would be combined so one Code of Practice would apply to both sections. 

This approach we believe would make most sense in explaining the law to practitioners and the public who will often be experiencing information sharing as support moves between that available through the Named Person service provider and processes in relation to a Child’s Plan.

As discussed in confidence, the Committee did not progress sufficiently far in its discussions yesterday to set out what should be contained in its Stage 1 report. On that basis it is looking likely that it will miss the Stage 1 deadline. I will be able to give you a clearer indication as to whether the Committee needs to go back to the Bureau for an extension after the Committee's meeting on 22 November. When stage 1 can progress is in part dependant on the issue highlighted below and discussed yesterday.
 
A number of members are currently of the view that they are not in a position to consider supporting the bill if they do not see a version of the code that the Government considers could be used by practitioners. These members would wish to pause stage 1 scrutiny until they can scrutinise a code. As highlighted yesterday in Committee the absence of a code has, a number of members consider, notably impacted on the scrutiny of the bill. Members asked me to explore with the Government, in confidence at this stage, the earliest that such a code could be made available. The Committee next meets on 22nd November but a response before papers issue for this meeting (ie by next Thursday/Friday at the latest) would be very much appreciated.
 
Lastly, I'll send the short letter on commencement over later today / tomorrow morning but, based on our conversation, it sounds like that question is probably easily answered.

Further HCPC – Health and Care Professions Council for AHPs Allied Healthcare Professionals; - SSSC for Social Care and GTC for teachers would also fit into this category if they submitted responses.
