You've had a little while to reflect on the figures. How are you feeling about them now? 

Shona Robison 

Well, I think Douglas Fraser, when he was on your program earlier, gave a very 

accurate analysis, and that is that the day to day spending on average over the 

spending review period for Scotland is 0.8 per cent. For capital, 0.3 per cent. Now on 

the day to day spend, as Douglas Fraser pointed out, if that had matched the UK 

Department average of 1.2 we would have had 1.1 billion pounds more to spend by 

the end of the spending review period. So that is disappointing…[CROSSTALK]

… We've just heard from the Scotland Office Minister, Kirsty McNeill. She says she's 

surprised that the Scottish Government is demeaning itself by comparing itself to a UK 

government department. She said that you're a devolved government with taxation 

powers, you have the powers, you have the money, but you don't have a clue how to 

spend it. That's what her response to that is. 

Shona Robison 

Well, I think Kirsty McNeil maybe needs to understand how the Scottish Government's 

funding is calculated, because, of course, it's calculated on the basis of the Barnett 

formula, which is dictated by the spending decisions of UK departments. So, if 

spending in reserved areas goes up, and spending in areas that are devolved goes 

down, and then what comes out the other end is the money that we have to spend. So 

it's very important the department spending by the UK Government, because it then 

determines our spend. And what has come out…[CROSSTALK] [INAUDIBLE] 

Presenter 

 …there might be some, there might be some listening to this, Shona Robison, who 

listening to this, thinking, you know, it's, it is a record block grant spending. It'll average 

£52 billion a year by 2029, going up, on average £2.9 billion a year. There'll be some 

people listening to that saying, well, it's gone up. It's record breaking. You might be 

sounding a bit churlish. 

Shona Robison 

Well, I don't want to sound churlish. I just want to point out the facts. And the facts are 

that the spending profile, the average spending increases is very, very modest indeed, 

0.8 per cent and that then sets the context to the spending outlook for Scotland and 

the challenges that we'll face. And Fraser of Allander Institute said some very 

interesting things, correcting some of the rather colourful figures being bandied around 

by Labour politicians. And they looked back at the Scottish Fiscal Commission's 

forecast and essentially that by 2028/29 funding will be 0.7 billion lower than the central 

estimate published on the 29th  of May. So in terms of our funding assumption, this is, 

this is at the lower end, the kind of one of the worst case scenarios, compared to what 

the Fiscal Commission, which of course is independent of government, looking at the 

end of May.

So this is going to be tight you believe going forward. One area, though, where there 

has been a massive push in terms of UK government spending, is this extra £39 billion 

for affordable housing in England over 10 years. Do you know yet how that's going to 

look through the Barnett consequentials as to how much money extra money you'll get 

for that, and will you commit to any extra money that you do get being spent on housing 

here? 

Shona Robison 

So let me say a couple of things about that. Of course, this goes back to the point 

about how the capital position is cut is calculated. So as Douglas Fraser said, if you 

look at the capital allocation and the average increase over the period of the spending 

review, it's 0.3 per cent. So that money for housing, we don't just get a straight Barnet 

share of that, because that's then offset by capital cuts elsewhere. And what comes 

out at the end of that is an average of only 0.3 per cent of capital increase over the 

course of the Spending Review, which is not a lot at all… [CROSSTALK]

…will you choose to spend it on housing, though, I suppose then is the question?

• Research at the University of Glasgow’s Childsmile project has led to a 
43% reduction in tooth decay among 5-year-olds in Scotland.

Homelessness in the UK: 2004 to 2024 

Priority and purpose 

1. Routine – To inform Ministers of the publication of the Office for National 

Statistics (ONS) Homelessness in the UK analysis article on 11 June 2025.  

Context and issues 

2. The purpose of the above mentioned article is to help build a UK-wide picture of 

homelessness by presenting the latest headline figures from across the four 

nations alongside a discussion on their comparability. 

3. This article is in response to the Government Statistical Service harmonisation 

initiative. It is an update to the UK Homelessness: 2005 to 2018 article, published 

in September 2019.  

4. The article focuses on trends in households seeking help with homelessness and 

in temporary accommodation within the individual nations, given direct 

comparisons of data cannot be made. 

5. For Scotland, 2023-24 data is used throughout the article as it was the most 

recent at the time of writing and allows for comparability to the other UK 

countries. This means that the article does not reflect the most recent statistics (1 

April to 30 September 2024) which were published on 5 February 2025. 

6. Statisticians from Communities Analytical Division have been involved in the 

production of the article. 

 

Key messages  

7. Housing and homelessness are devolved matters in the UK. Therefore, England, 

Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland each produce statistics on homelessness 

according to their own legislative framework, policies and reporting timeframes.  

8. As a result, direct comparisons between UK countries in the number of 

households in statutory homelessness and temporary accommodation cannot be 

made, although comparisons in overall trends can still be made. 

9. The number of households assessed as homeless and owed settled 

accommodation from their local authority are the highest levels recorded in at 

least six years in England (65,000), Wales (6,100) and Scotland (31,500). In 

Northern Ireland, figures have increased over the most recent two years (to 



  

11,500 in year ending March 2024), although remain lower than the peak in 2018-

19 (12,500). Please note again that these numbers should not be compared to 

each other. 

10. The number of households in temporary accommodation are at a record high in 

all four nations. 

11. At the end of March 2024, there were around 140,000 households in temporary 

accommodation across Great Britain (England, Scotland and Wales). England 

accounted for 117,350 of these, Scotland 16,300 and Wales 6,400. (Northern 

Ireland figures are not comparable.)

12. There are no planned news releases, and we do not propose any proactive 

communications are required.

Mr McLennan set out the engagements that he has been having across local 

authorities and also updated on his recent visit to Aberdeen where he met with 

residents.  He indicated he was due to meet with representatives of the local Dundee 

RAAC campaign group in the afternoon.  The Minister indicated that he was keen to 

understand the work currently underway from pilot studies, communication with 

residents and what support DCC will make to owners once roll-out will take place. 

Cllrs Short and Cordell set out the council’s inspection regime has confirmed that in 

Dundee RAAC has only been used for flat roofs rather than in wall panels and short 

span floors.  DCC has its own in-house structural engineers who have carried out the 

surveys in properties that are either owned by DCC or are in mixed tenure blocks.  

No costs have been incurred by private owners in mixed tenure blocks.  In 

accordance with the Institute of Structural Engineers (IStructE) guidance, affected 

properties are categorised into Green (good condition): reinspection in 12 months; 

Amber (some alteration or signs of historic water ingress): reinspection in 6 months; 

Red (current water ingress or damage): design removal and reinstatement.   

Across DCC there are 950 properties split across 81 blocks of flats and 293 cottages 

with RAAC roofs.  7 blocks (46 flats) and 121 cottages are fully privately owned, 

leaving 74 blocks of flats (375 flats) and 172 cottages in Council ownership or mixed 

tenure blocks (private flats 237, cottages 171).  

Of those, 4 blocks of flats are rated Red and works to remove and replace the roof 

are at design stage, 5 blocks of flats and 2 cottages are rated Amber with 

reinspection frequency set at 6 months, the remainder are rated Green.  

A tender report was approved at DCC Neighbourhood Regeneration, Housing & 

Estate Management Committee on 12 May.  This is to implement remedial works at 4 

pilot locations representing all of its stock types and the stairwells of 5 blocks of flats, 

including mixed tenure. Learning from the pilot phase will determine how DCC will 

roll out the works across the stock.  

Owners in mixed tenure blocks were sent a letter informing them about the pilot and 

that a recharge will be made based on usual share of common work costs.  Although 

the overall tender is £0.5m, [Redacted – Section 30(b)(ii) (free and frank exchange of 

views).

UK Finance position was that its members will help owners switch products but 

changing of lenders may not be possible.  The Minister indicated that following his 



  

visit to Aberdeen last month, he has written to UK Finance to request a further 

meeting given concerns he has been hearing about mortgage issues.

Since Summer 2024, the UK Government has placed renewed focus on processing 

asylum claims which has led to increased numbers of newly recognised refugees 

who have received leave to remain seeking housing support.

Legislative and Policy impact 

In the updated New Scots Strategy published in 2024, the Scottish Government, the 

Scottish Refugee Council and COSLA restated Scotland’s commitment to welcoming 

forced migrants. This commitment included ensuring that we provide support, within 

the powers the Scottish Government and partners have, from day one of arrival in 

Scotland. [REDACTED: SECTION 30(b)(i)] 

Scottish legislation does not recognise time spent in home office accommodation as 

contributing to establishing a local connection.  This allows newly recognised refugee 

households, leaving home office accommodation, to move from anywhere in the UK 

to present as homeless in Scotland. The Cabinet Secretary for Social Justice 

confirmed in response to [Redacted - Section 38(1)]’s submission of 27 January that 

there would be no rolling back of the rights of homeless people, and specifically that 

there would be no changes to local connection legislation.1  

 

Ministerial and Stakeholder Engagement

1. disclose the statistics or any part of a publication containing those statistics to any 

person not listed as a pre-release recipient. Where there is discussion of the 

statistics between pre-release recipients during the pre-release period, the lead 

statistician should be copied into all emails;

STRENGTHENING MINISTERIAL OVERSIGHT OF CHILD POVERTY 

 

Breaking the cycle of generational poverty and improving the life chances and 

opportunities of children, families and communities can only be delivered by cross-

portfolio collaboration on our policies and our budgets. 

 

In September 2024, I established a Cabinet Sub-Committee on Child Poverty to 

ensure that the full weight and authority of Cabinet is focused on achieving my top 

priority, eradicating child poverty, through the successful delivery of Best Start, Bright 

Futures (BSBF) and looking ahead to our third and final Delivery Plan which we must 

publish before the end of March 2026. 

 

The Cabinet Sub-Committee is a key part of the BSBF Programme which has been 

established to oversee delivery of the core commitments in the BSBF Delivery Plan 

most likely to make the biggest individual and cumulative impact. As we approach 

the final year of BSBF, 38 commitments are being monitored on a quarterly basis. 

These are set out by portfolio at Annex A; these may adapt over the course of this 

year and next depending on where oversight is required. 

 

Membership of the Cabinet Sub-Committee aligns with the commitments being 

tracked within the Programme and the priorities for this government, namely: 

 

• First Minister (Option to Chair) 

• Cabinet Secretary for Social Justice (Depute Chair) 

• Deputy First Minister and Cabinet Secretary for Economy and Gaelic 

• Cabinet Secretary for Climate Action and Energy 

• Cabinet Secretary for Education and Skills 

• Cabinet Secretary for Finance and Local Government 

• Cabinet Secretary for Health and Social Care 

• Cabinet Secretary for Rural Affairs, Land Reform and Islands 

• Cabinet Secretary for Transport 

 

In your new role as Cabinet Secretary for Housing, there are a number of 

commitments in the Programme which fall under your portfolio, including: 

 

• Heating and Energy Efficiency support; 

• Affordable housing expansion and 

• Ending homelessness together. 

 

Your membership of the Sub-Committee would therefore be welcomed. 

 

Further information 
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The Cabinet Sub-Committee meets quarterly and has been delegated authority from 

Cabinet to support Ministers to take informed policy and investment decisions that 

are required to ensure we maintain a balance across the three drivers of child 

poverty reduction, meet the statutory targets in 2030 and create the conditions 

required to break the cycle of poverty for children and parents in low income families. 

Specifically, the Committee will: 

 

i. Be accountable for Ministerial oversight of delivery of the components 

of BSBF; 

ii. Consider whether we are maintaining our flight path to meet the 

statutory targets in 2030 and 

iii. Inform decisions required either: 

a) within individual Ministerial portfolios; 

b) by the Cabinet Secretary for Social Justice as portfolio Minister 

responsible for the overall delivery of BSBF or 

c) for Cabinet as a collective. 

 

It will do so by: 

 

i. Focusing on delivery and accountability for the components of BSBF; 

Supporting and challenging portfolios to deliver the actions individually 

and collectively; 

ii. Tracking delivery, identifying and resolving portfolio and collective 

challenges before they require escalation to the Deputy First Minister, 

First Minister and/ or Cabinet and 

iii. Ensuring that the Cabinet Secretary for Social Justice is able to present 

to Cabinet deliverable and affordable choices where prioritisation or a 

change of direction is required. 

 

Participation in the Cabinet Sub-Committee will not replace any other mechanisms 

Cabinet Secretaries have in place to ensure delivery and oversight at Portfolio level, 

and members should draw on any advice and support they would find helpful from 

the officials in their portfolio already overseeing and delivering those elements of 

BSBF. It will also dock into any wider performance oversight arrangements I am 

putting in place and you will want to champion your portfolio’s contribution to tackling 

child poverty in any other cross-government groups of which you are a member. 

 

The next meeting will take place on 16 June and details of the next meeting will 

be sent to you as soon as practicable.

The Rural and Islands Housing Action Plan (October 2023) supports our commitment 

to deliver at least 10% of affordable homes in rural and island areas.

HOUSING INVESTMENT TASKFORCE: FURTHER BACKGROUND 
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• Against the backdrop of challenging budget position for affordable housing 

and poor investor confidence from other parts of the sector, including Built to 

Rent, the former Housing Minister established Housing Investment Taskforce 

– with one year to produce actions. It was all tenure in focus. 

• This was the first time SG had brought together investor and investee 

interests in this way and we selected those active on the ground, not 

representative bodies to form the Taskforce. 

• Over the year relationships were built and the Taskforce worked constructively 

together to produce a consensus Report in March 2025, this was published by 

SG in June. 

• RSLs, developers, academia, local government, banks and investors are all 

signed up to the Report’s recommendations and have been instrumental in 

changing some of the public dialogue on housing investment in Scotland. 

COSLA has also been supportive of this work. 

• The Taskforce report has identified a range of actions to support more 

investment across all tenures of the housing system to meet Scotland’s 

growth potential.  

• There is no silver bullet, but structural changes initiated now to deliver, over 

the long-term, fundamental improvements to supply are within our gift. 

• As set out in the Programme for Government, we are taking forward these 

recommendations in partnership with Taskforce members and other 

organisations to grow investor confidence to support the delivery of more 

homes across Scotland.

Other factors driving the increase in homelessness lie beyond the Scottish 

Government’s direct control, for example, social security benefits being reserved to 

the UK Government, cost of living pressures and inflation - but we are taking action 

to influence and mitigate where possible. The former Minister for Housing wrote to 

the DWP Secretary of State on 31 January calling for UKG action to raise the levels 

of Local Housing Allowance in the forthcoming Spring statement.  

While the situation remains difficult - it is clear that our interventionist approach is 

working, and further, that these actions are making a significant contribution to the 

Scottish Government’s core strategic priorities of growing the economy and tackling 

child poverty. 

Housing to 2040 

• The Housing to 2040 (H2040) strategy is Scotland's first long-term housing 

strategy, aiming to ensure that everyone has a safe, good quality, and 

affordable home that meets their needs. Key goals include 

-Delivering 100,000 affordable homes by 2040 with at least 70% for social rent, 

establishing a new legal requirement for all homes to meet the same standards 

-Creating a vision of what Scotland will look like by 2040 and a supported route map 

to achieve these goals; the strategy was developed by extensive engagement with 

the housing sector and public.  A copy of the strategy is attached.  

• The Housing to 2040 Strategic Board was established to assess progress 

towards the H2040 vision. The strategic board was previously co-chaired by the 

then Minister for Housing and the COSLA Community Wellbeing spokesperson, 

with the remit to provide: 

o strategic oversight of policy development and delivery by identifying 

interconnections and helping to resolve tensions 

o accountability on progress to the H2040 vision by providing advice on the 

development of an appropriate measurement framework and tracking
