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Decarbonisation Fund for Social Housing–
Funding will be for energy efficiency measures (e.g. internal works, insulation) within projects that include decarbonisation activity and technology e.g. ground source heat pumps, air source heat pumps, biomass, solar PV and storage etc, and the conversion of properties from e.g. oil to these technologies.

Social landlords should consider blending the funding to join up their own proposals and investments for energy efficiency investment (e.g. insulation) with decarbonisation activity.

Although funding will be allocated to projects installing the established technologies identified above, proposals for any innovative activity or technologies will also be considered favourably.  This includes measures that are not fully recognised by SAP methodology, provided there is effective monitoring and evaluation, tenant engagement, and landlords are satisfied that the innovation provides tangible benefits for energy efficiency and there is robust evidence to support installation in line with existing EESSH guidance
 
Further details are contained in the Call for Expressions of Interest form accompanying this document.  Proposals for this funding will have until March 2020 to complete their project.
