	HMICS Update:
HMICS to circulate consultation on their draft scrutiny plan for 2019-20, inviting feedback from board members.

	HMICS Update:
All members to provide HMICS with feedback on potential areas to include in their next audit of recorded crime.

Outcome:
Action complete. 

	11/05
	Domestic Abuse (Scotland) Act 2018:
Having agreed in principle to proposals for recording domestic abuse (resulting from the new Act), Justice ASD to keep on agenda for future board meetings – including ongoing review of how to assess impact and nature of new offence.

Outcome:
Action complete. The February Crime Board reviewed and agreed proposals for recording the new Domestic Abuse offence from the 1st April 2019, including plans for monitoring the impact of this change during 2019-20.

	Anonymous reporting:
Justice ASD to review the content of the next National Statistics release on the threshold used in the SCRS for recording crime, and to consider whether further advice to users would be helpful.

Outcome:
Action pending. The 2018-19 National Statistics bulletin will include additional information on the threshold for reporting (publication due in September 2019).

	Sexual Abuse Activist Groups:
Registrars to update SCRS with new guidance on recording locus for crimes recorded by activist groups for Section 1 of the Protection of Children and Prevention of Sexual Offences (Scotland) Act 2005. To include examples of which type of locus takes precedence when case involves multiple locations

Outcome:
Action complete.

	11/08
	Proposed Consultation on Presentation of National Statistics:
All members to provide feedback on consultation document by end of the year.

Outcome:
Action complete. Next steps for the consultation were discussed at the February Crime Board meeting.

	11/09
	Cyber Crime / Cyber Marker:
Police Scotland to send board members copy of the enhanced guidance on using the cyber-marker, for information. 

Outcome:
Action complete.

	11/10
	Perpetrators outwith Scotland:
Technical Board to review SCRS guidance on recording crimes committed by perpetrators outwith Scotland, and to feedback options on any potential changes in approach – including how this work affects/relates to plans for meeting Recommendation 5 of Crime Audit 2016 on scale of cyber-enabled sexual crime.

Outcome:
Action complete. Technical board met in November 2018. A subsequent project plan was agreed by Crime Board to investigate the likely impact of any amendment to the SCRS, before considering any changes to how crimes with perpetrators outwith Scotland are recorded.
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
