
As at 28 February 2021:

• There have been 16,448 
children and young people 
aged 2-17 years in 
Scotland who have tested 
positive for COVID-19 
since the start of the 
outbreak.

In the week ending 28 
February 2021:

• There were 591 children 
and young people aged 2-
17 years in Scotland who 
tested positive for COVID-
19, among the 3,124 
children and young people 
who were tested.

• The identified COVID-19 
positive cases reflected a 
rate of 61.8 cases per 
100,000 2-4 year olds, 
59.6 cases per 100,000 5-
11 year olds, 48.3 per 
100,000 12-13 year olds, 
65.8 per 100,000 14-15 
year olds and 98.4 cases 
per 100,000 16-17 year 
olds. The rate of cases per 
100,000 of the general 
population was 84.5.

On 9th March:

• The overall percentage of 
pupils in attendance in 
local authority schools was 
30.9% (47.2% in Primary 
schools, 8.9% in Secondary 
schools and 49.2% in 
Special schools).

• From Monday 22 February 
all children in P1-P3 in 
mainstream and special 
schools were to return to 
school. Some Senior Phase 
(S4-S6) pupils were also 
due to return to school on 
a part-time basis to attend 
practical lessons.

• 44,962 staff were 
physically in school, of 
which 22,132 were 
teaching staff and 22,830  
were other school-based 
staff. 
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• 1,862 staff were absent 
due to Covid-19 related 
reasons, of which, 910 
were teaching staff and 
952 were other school-
based staff. 

• 73,443 children were 
attending a childcare 
setting and 1,330 had a 
Covid-19 related absence. 
Note that not all open 
settings completed the 
survey and that these 
figures are an 
underestimate of the 
actual number of open 
settings and children 
attending.

• This week, 729 (3.9%) 
childcare staff were absent 
due to Covid-19 related 
reasons [based on a 55% 
response rate]
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
